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Key responsibilities of the Ethics Committee

The UKCP Ethics Committee will be a forum:

e toidentify and advise UKCP on matters of professional ethical interest, to advise UKCP and to
comment on particular ethical developments and consultations, including as requested by the Board
of Trustees

e toreview and keep up to date UKCP’s Code of Ethics and Professional Practice and to develop
proposals in consultation with stakeholders for supplementary guidance as appropriate

e torecommend research and projects consistent with maintaining and supporting UKCP’s ethical
framework

e to promote ethical practice as appropriate through conferences, seminars, webinars, workshops and
publications

e to work collaboratively with other UKCP Committees to embed ethical practice

e to support the effective integration of ethical standards into education and training and into
Continual Professional Development (CPD) requirements

e to consult and communicate with internal and external stakeholders.

feelings.

e Strongly committed to the principles and promotion of equality, diversity and inclusion.

Terms of Appointment

Time commitment

The Ethics Committee meets for a minimum of four meetings per annum. Members will be expected to
commit to attending all four of the meetings each year. Members may, additionally, be asked to contribute
to working groups and will also be required to respond promptly to requests to review guidance and
documents.
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Location

Meetings will normally take place in person at the UKCP office.

Remuneration

These roles are unremunerated although expenses will be reimbursed in line with UKCP’s Expenses Policy.

Length of appointment

The term of office for members of the Ethics Committee is three years with the possibility of extension for a
maximum of two terms.
